Science, at its heart, is not a collection of facts to be memorised - it is a way of
seeing the world, asking questions, and finding answers through observation
and experiment.

Organised by the Departments of Botany, Biotechnology, Chemistry, Physics,
and Zoology, this programme invites school students of Classes X, XI, and XII to
step beyond the classroom and into the heart of scientific practice. Students will
move from understanding concepts to actually working with them - observing,
experimenting, questioning, and discovering in real laboratory environments

under the guidance of experienced faculty and researchers.

Why this programme? The gap between what students learn in theory and what
science actually looks like in practice is one of the most significant barriers to
nurturing genuine scientific curiosity. This programme exists to bridge that gap
- to give students not just knowledge, but experience; not just answers, but the
confidence to ask better questions.
